NEUTER SWEEPSTAKES (8,2)

1st - No. 7 - PABIANPARK JUDE LAW

A well balanced Blenheim with a beautiful head. Pleasing eyes and expression. Good front and hindquarters. Moves well and shown happily

 

2nd- No. 5 - KAHLEYVALE INCATATION 

Another good quality Blenheim. Well maintained but short on ear featherings. Good movement and well handled.

 

3rd - No.1 - CH.BROOKSTEAD JULIANNA AD

Beautiful Tricolour, despite its age (10yo) was still in good condition and coat. Wasn’t too happy going round the ring which made the difference.

  

Class 1 - BABY PUPPY DOG (7,0)

 

1st - No.10 - ORONSAY SNAP DRAGON – Baby In Show
A very good Tricolour puppy. Well balanced with good bone. Nicely marked, good neck which flows into a straight topline, holding it on the move. Nice head, good expression.  Well angulated and moves well. Happy to award it BEST BABY PUPPY IN SHOW.

 

2nd - No.9 - MOONDANI CHEKAYNE

Beautifully headed Blenheim pup. Well balance and very sound. Good front and hind and moves well.

 

3rd - No.14 - MATMOR DON GIOVANNI

Very young Ruby boy but already possess an exquisite head.  Structurally sound. One to look out for.

 

 Class 1A - BABY PUPPY BITCH (9,2)

 

1st - No.17 - ORONSAY FORGET ME NOT

Very nice Tricolour girl. Sweetest of face and expression. Well constructed a tad heavy marked on body. Moves well with a straight topline. Awarded OPPOSITE BABY PUP IN SHOW.  Found out later this pup is the litter sister to the BBPIS.

 

2nd - No.20 - KABOB DAISY BELLE

A very nice blenheim pup with an exquisite head and very good pigmentation. A bit unsettled but one for the future.

 

3rd - No.23 - KABOB PERFECT MOON

Nicely balance Blenheim pup from the same breeder. In good coat but also a bit unsettled. Preferred the head on no.2

  
DOGS:

Class 2 - MINOR PUPPY DOG (3,0)

 

1st - No.26 - KORGIL VIVA LAS VEGAS

A lovely well balanced Blenheim. Nice head, eyes and neck. Good topline and holds it on the move. Good front and rear and moves well.  Nice size.

 
2nd- No.25 - DUNSFOLD MATTHIAS

Different type as the winner, slightly on the heavy side but well put together. Nicely marked Blenheim.  Moves and shows well.

 

3rd - No.27 - CAVTOWN POINT OV NO RETURN

Lovely size Blenheim. Good head but a bit unsettled thus was unable to show to its advantage.

  

Class 3 - PUPPY DOG (2,0)

 

1st - No.28 - FELTRIDGE SHOT IN THE DARK

A beautiful Tricolour boy, shown in immaculate condition. Very nice head with a well balance body. Very sound and well put together. Good mover.

 

2nd - No.29 - CAVTOWN CHARIOTS OV FIRE

Lovely Ruby, well constructed but was quite unsettled. Didn’t show to its full potential.

  

Class 4 - JUNIOR DOG (5,1)

 

1st - No.30 - CH.DAPSEN LOOK AGAIN – Junior In Show 
Excellent young Blenheim. Very well constructed. Beautiful head with nice big eyes. Correct ear set with beautifully framing long ear fringes.  Sufficient neck length flowing to a straight topline. Good lay of shoulders connected to good fronts. Nice rear angulation , moves very well and effortlessly.  Well groomed and well handled.

 

2nd - No.31 - MATMOR ONE NIGHT STAND

Another excellent exhibit. Lovely B/T shown in pristine condition.  Well constructed and pleasant to the eye in profile. Would have given the winner a run if it was in a happier mood.

 

3rd - No.34 - BEVANLEE GUARDSMEN

A tricolour with a lovely head. Would have preferred a better reach of neck. Body was however well balanced and moved well.

  

Class 5 - INTERMEDIATE DOG (10,2)

Excellent class with a good number of quality dogs.

 

1st - No.38 - LACELEE LIASON OF LOVE – Intermediate In Show
A lovely and happy Blenheim in whatever position you look at it. An excellent specimen shown in excellent condition. Very sound and well constructed. Beautiful head and eyes. Good earset and lovely ear featherings. Good neck flowing to straight topline extending to nice tailset. Well laid shoulders, good front and rear.  Moves well.

 

2nd - No.42 - CH.BARLENCY COUNTRY MILE

A very sound tricolour with a beautiful generous head. (Also the winner of the Best Head under property class) Appealing tricolour markings on head and body. Good overall construction of body. What I feel lacking was a happy temperament.

 

3rd - No.43 - CH.KABOB ASTAIR

A very nice sized B/T with the cutest of head/face.  Nice overall package, moves and showed well.

  

Class 8 - LIMIT DOG (3,0)

 

1st - No.47 - ORONSAY HELLRAISER – Limit In Show
Excellent breed type. Sound dog showed in good coat and condition. Exquisite head with nice expression. Good overall construction and moves well.

 
2nd - No.46 - CAVTOWN MEET ME AT THE TOP

A lively and happy Blenheim.  Well put together and moves well. Appears to be having a happy day.

 

3rd - No.45 - BEAUMOR BY COAL CREEK

Lovely Ruby. Nice size but wasn’t in the mood to show today.

 

 Class 10 -  AUSTRALIAN BRED DOG (7,2)

Another excellent class, all exhibits were champions and 1 being a Gr.Champ.

 

1st - No.51 - CH.CABROOK FLASHDANCE – Aust Bred In Show
Excellent and well deserved winner. Blenheim boy that oozes breed type. Commanded my attention as he entered the ring. Moves effortlessly and well handled by onwer. Beautifully constructed in every department. Exquisite head with beautiful eyes and gentle expression.

2nd - No.50 - CH.MATMOR SIR GUY O GISBORNE

Another lovely Ruby from this kennel. Shown in excellent condition with lovely coat. Nice head with good expression. Very well constructed and moves effortlessly.

 

3rd - No.54 - GR.CH.CAVASHON STAR IN TH MAKN

A very nice size blenheim. Well marked and showed well but not in full coat.  Very well put together however would have preferred a wider hind moving away.

 

Class 11 - OPEN DOG (4,1)

 

1st - No.56 - CH.LORANKA SPELLBINDING HARANA – Open In Show, Dog CC & Best In Show 
An excellent specimen. Commanded the ring as soon as it started its stride. Maintaining its straight topline throughout and moving effortlessly.

A very striking Ruby, very well constructed. Lovely typical head with gentle expression. Good reach of neck easing to a table topline and ending in an extended tail set.

Excellent moving quarters, shoulder well laid back. Front and hindquarters were well angulated.  Shown in pristine condition and well handled. Happy to award the DCC and BIS to this excellent dog.

 

2nd - No.57 - GR.CH.DAPSEN MAKE MY DAY – Reserve Best In Show
What an outstanding tricolour dog.  Another excellent specimen. Superbly constructed, very stable and sound. Did everything the handler wanted it to do and appears to be handled with remarkable ease.  What caught my eyes was the beautifully angulated hindquarters at profile. It is no wonder that the dog could move so well.

It was not easy to choose between the winner and this dog and it could easily switch places at another time.  It was a close decision and this time it was awarded the RDCC and the RBIS.

 

3rd - No.55 - CH.PAROV WHATZAMATTAYOU

Another beautiful Blenheim in this tough class. Overall very well constructed, lovely breed type. A tad heavier compared to the winner and runner up but nevertheless a sight for sore eyes.

 

 Class 12- VETERAN DOG (4,1)

 

1st - No.60 - GR.CH.MATMOR FAIRGRND ATTRACTN – Veteran In Show
What a sound B/T dog this is. At more than 8 y.o. it can still hold its own against the best.

So well constructed and still in excellent condition. Moves with remarkable ease and very attentive towards its handler. Possess a very beautiful head. Credit goes to his owner for keeping him in such prime condition.  

 

2nd - No.59 - GR.CH.BARODALEY HUGO BOSS

Another veteran in excellent condition with good dentition. Overall well constructed and moves around like a youngster. This Blenheim truly deserves its Gr.Ch. status.

 

3rd - No.61 - CHEVALIER TOP GEAR

A very nice tricolour dog showed proudly by its handler.  A 12 yo with a nice coat. 

BITCHES:

CLASS 2A - MINOR PUPPY BITCH (6,2)

 

1ST - NO.64 - DISHLIKA SUSIE Q – Minor In Show 
Nicely marked blenheim. Lovely head with very sweet expression. Very good bone.  A tad long at the moment but nevertheless well put together and moves well. 
 

2ND - NO.65 - ABERLOUR MEGA PIXEL

Another lovely blenheim. In smaller package but well balanced. Beautifully marked and good movement.

 

3RD - NO.63 - BEAUMOR THE SOUTHERN HUNTER

Nice B/T with good bone. Showed well but just not enough to push higher.

  

CLASS 3A - PUPPY BITCH (6,0)

A good class of quality puppy bitches

  

1ST - NO.74 - RYANZ GINGER ROGERZ – Puppy In Show 
This blenheim pup created a good impression as she entered the ring. She had that 'look at me' attitude.  Lovliest of head with big beautiful eyes. Fabulous pigmentation and gentle expression. Well balanced with good bone.  Moves beautifully and was very attentive to the handler.  One to watch.

 

2ND - NO.70 - INNESVEIL CLASSIC DESIGN

Another quality blenheim with sweet disposition. Very well made up and in good condition. Lovely movement and well handled.

 

3RD - NO.69 - MATMOR LADY GAGA

A very sound Ruby. Well put together overall.  Moves well and handled well. Slightly short on coat.

  

CLASS 4A - JUNIOR BITCH (10,2)

Another wonderful class of lovely bitches making decisions very close.

 

1ST - NO.81 - DAPSEN LTL MISS SMARTY PANTS

A lovely size blenheim. Beautiful feminine head nicely marked.  Good reach of neck and straight topline holding it on the move. Nice front and hindquarters.  In good coat and moves beautifully.

 

2ND - NO.75 - DAPSEN KNOW IT ALL

Almost similar to the class winner. Beautiful head, eyes and ear set.  Very well marked and presented in good condition. Very sound and well made up.  Shows good attention to the handler.  Discovered later that the 1st and 2nd placed winners were litter sisters - Bravo.

 

3RD - NO.79 - RETRAC ROYAL INNOCENCE

A very nice well balance blenheim. Presented in good condition. Nicely marked and moves well.

  

CLASS 5A - INTERMEDIATE BITCH (4,2)

 

1ST - NO.87 - KORGIL MOONLIGHT SERENADE

A very nice tricolour, presented in lovely condition.  Well balance. Beautiful head, nicely marked. Good neck and topline. Moves well.

A very nice compact size B/T. Well put together.  Beautiful head and nice eyes. Moves effortlessly and well handled.

 

3RD - NO.93 - RYANZ ELIZA

Nice tricolour that was telling everyone that it was having a nice day out with its constantly waggy tail.  Well balance and beautifully presented.

 

 CLASS 10A - AUSTRALIAN BRED BITCH (4,0)

 

1ST- NO.95 - GR.CH EIREANNMADA DISTANT STAR

An excellent blenheim shown in good condition.  Excellent size and well put together. Beautiful head, big eyes and good ear set. Long ears beautifully framing the head.  Moves like a dream. A close contender for the bitch challenge.
