CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW 15th JULY 2007 - JUDGES CRITIQUE

My sincere thanks to the Committee of the Queensland Cavalier King Charles Spaniel Club for inviting me to judge the Club’s Championship show on the 15th July 07. It was a great privilege to have the opportunity to assess such a wonderful entry of Cavaliers. I would also like to thank my Steward, Jennifer for her capable and good humored assistance. Thanks also to the exhibitors who accepted my decisions so graciously. Congratulations to the winners and my thanks to all the exhibitors.  I wish you all enjoyable showing in the future.  

My overall impression of the entry was favourable. Very few exhibits were over sized, most bites were correct, heads were generally good and eye colour, shape and size were on the whole acceptable    The Cavalier is considered to be a “head breed” but the overall balance,  and outline are of great importance.  Sound athletic movement is required in a toy breed as much as in a gundog and a few exhibits lacked the required drive and co-ordination and the tail flowing from the back which I was looking for.

 There were some lovely heads with the correct flat skull, high set ears and round melting soft eyes. My biggest concern was with the foreface of some exhibits and breeders must work hard to make sure that the correct rounded cushioned muzzle is not lost. Some heads were almost beagle like with a square muzzle and a high domed skull. It is the combination of skull, eyes, muzzle, balance and attitude which makes the ideal cavalier. I feel that markings, although we admire the pretty, well broken dog, are not absolutely essential and I place more importance on balance and angulation. I do however, expect the bite to be correct, and would never give a challenge to a dog with an overshot or undershot mouth.

It was very pleasing for me to see that a whole family of dogs featured in the placings.

I have given a brief critique of my class placings but many classes were closely contested and on another day positions could quite easily change.

BABY DOG.

1: MERSEYPORT BILLET DOUX ** - A very pretty Blenheim baby with excellent angulation, nice size and full of promise.  Baby in Show

2: MERSEYPORT  SHOWBOAT - Sharing the same sire as my winner and just so close in type.     He had a lovely attitude and had lovely head and outline.

3: SYON RAVE REVIEW - Another very nice puppy full of promise.

BABY BITCH

1: MERSEYPORT PETITE ETOILE. - Delightful little lady, a litter sister to my dog baby, and again of excellent type and full of promise.

2: CAVTOWN CHAMPAGNE KISSES. - A pretty ruby, good head and size.   Dropped slightly in croup on the move.

3: DRAYCAN  TRI STAR MAGIC. - A well marked tri, good outline, but tail little high set.

MINOR PUPPY DOG

1: FALTRIDGE GALILEO. - A puppy with correct head and size, a little short in back at this stage.

2: MERSEYPORT JEFFERSON. - A Blenheim a little long in back and muzzle could be stronger.

3: DAPSEN LAUGHEN AT YA. - A quality Blenheim good profile but movement not quite as sound.

PUPPY DOG

1: AYNSBRAE TUSCAN RAIDER. - A Blenheim which moved well, a little plain in head.

2: JEFAUL ALESSIO THE GREAT. - A  Blenheim with a longer muzzle and long in hock.

JUNIOR DOG

1: MERSEYPORT RENAINSSANCE **. - A pretty Blenheim boy with a lovely head and good free movement.  Good angulation and outline.   Res.CC

2: CHABRIS WICKED INSTINCT - A longer type, and size borderline.   More angulation required.

3: CAVORTS DRESSED FOR DINNER - A strong headed Blenheim boy who just did not want to be in the ring today. 

INTERMEDIATE DOG

1: CH. CAVANOVA SIMPLY RED **. - A delightful ruby who sailed around the ring with sound movement and was well handled.    A lovely head with correct eye and muzzle.   He was strongly built and in lovely condition.  Dog C.C and Res. In Show.

2: CH. CAVASHON STAR IN THE MAKN. - A very attractive Blenheim - he moved well and is full of quality.

3: CH. PABIANPARK USUAL SUSPECT - A larger boy with good head and colour, but movement could be better.
LIMIT DOG
1: LARAAJELLE MIDNITE DREAM ** - A very pretty tri with nice expression, dark eye and good bone.   He moved well.

2: CAVTOWN RETURN NGAGEMENT. - A sweet faced boy but long in body

3: MUFFITY BRIXTON. - A lovely headed tri, but too short on leg.

AUSTRALIAN BRED

1: CH. CAVANDRA HEMMINGWAY. - A Blenheim boy who moved well but head slightly domed.

2: CH. MERSEYPOINT MR PRESIDENT - A Blenheim with good head but longer backed.

3: CHRISINDY MAIN ATTRACTION - An attractive black and tan, good head and a nice type, but movement disappointing.

OPEN DOG

1: GR.CH. MILETREE DISTANT DREAM. - A lovely sized Blenheim - moved well, good head

I thought a little out of condition and not in full coat. 

2: CH. CAROLUS TEDDY ROOSEVELT. - A Blenheim of good type and lovely rich colour.  Head good.   

3: CH. JEFAUL AJAXX. - A larger Blenheim with a good head

VETERAN DOG

Two elderly gentlemen of lovely quality     A Blenheim and a Black & Tan.  
 The Blenheim(1st)  GR.CH. GRAMARYE GOLDEN GIFT ** and the 
B&T  GR.CH. CAVTOWN COLOUR OTHE NIGHT both impressed with their quality and movement.

MINOR PUPPY BITCH

1: CAVLAMOUR LOVERS TRYST ** - A very outgoing tricolour.  She moved well and looks very promising.

2: ELFKING MISS MINOGUE - A Blenheim which required more bone and substance and very immature.

BITCH PUPPY
1: CEELEN EVANGELISTA **. - A very impressive Blenheim with pretty feminine features and good movement.  Awarded Res. C.C.

2: CAVTOWN EXTRA SPICEY - A well marked good boned tri   

3: KAHLEYVALE MS ELEKTRA. - A Blenheim a bit long in body and lacking in  foreface.

JUNIOR BITCH

1: BOODANOO THE MOONFIRE - A good head, nice dark eye, but long in body 
2: LEISUREVIEW CIO CIO SAN - A well broken Blenheim would like more bone

3: MERSEYPORT SUZETTE - A very pretty girl, but unfortunately just too proud of her tail.

INTERMEDIATE BITCH

1: CH. EIREANNMADA DISTANT STAR - A compact Blenheim with a good head with correct foreface 

2: EIREANNMADA ALL A BUZZ - Head a little disappointing, but showed well.

3: BEAUMOR THE PEARL HUNTER - A compact type of Ruby but topline lost on movement.

LIMIT BITCH

1: CAVTOWN HARD ACT TOFOLLOW - A very appealing black and tan with lovely expression but unfortunately bite could be better but deserved her 1st place.

2: SINNAMANOAKS  DIVA - A Blenheim with longer back which spoilt her balance.
3: BRIMARVAN OBSESIV DESIRE - Another very pretty Blenheim but her tail carriage just spoilt the picture.

AUS.BRED BITCH

1: CH. MERSEYPORT YVETTE **  - My challenge winning bitch and B.I.S.   A lovely type, pretty

 correct head and expression.   Good angulation which enabled her to move with strong reach and drive.   She is a lovely size and full of quality.

2: CH. DAPSEN WHY ON EARTH - A short coupled Blenheim. She moved well and showed well.

3: ABERLOUR MOANING MYRTLE - A very small girl lacking bone and strength in head.

OPEN BITCH

1: CH. EIREANNMADA RENDEVOUS ** - A free moving Blenheim with correct head and good outline.

2: CH CHANTILLY IMANANZAC - A Blenheim which showed well but needs more foreface.

3: DRAYCAN COULDN’T BE ME - A heavily marked Blenheim expression a little hard.

VETERAN BITCH

1: CH. CAVTOWN STAR OF THE SEA. - A ten year old tri, really enjoying her day out, and moved well.    A soft pretty head and expression.

2: SUNNYROE AMY - A happy tri girl who obviously loves her food, but quality there.
